· School tracking demonstrates that Pupil Premium pupils in Years 1,3,4 and 5 make equal of better progress than their non Pupil Premium counterparts in school in reading ,writing and maths.
Wider curriculum

· Assessments made in all classes and for all subjects across the curriculum in the summer of 2018 show no significant attainment gap between Pupil Premium children and their non Pupil Premium counterparts
Absence data

· School’s own  analysis of absence data for 2017/2018 demonstrates no significant discrepancy between FSM and non FSM pupils in school. (Dashboard no longer provides breakdown with national other)
Pupil survey evidence
· Pupil survey conducted and analysed in Summer 2018 demonstrated Pupil Premium children had highly positive attitudes to their learning and to school life generally. They were slightly more positive than their non Pupil Premium counterparts.
